
Dear Registrant:

Below you will find all of the information that you need to register for the Classical Cottage School 2011-2012 school year. Please read it carefully as it contains updated, important information regarding new age guidelines, registration and payments. Also we have attached supporting documentation at the end of the packet: CCS’ Participation Guidelines, An Overview of Upper School Core Strands and our Projected 4 Year Sequence of Upper School Courses.

It is not necessary to print this entire packet.  The only pages that you must bring to registration are pages 8-10, although you must also have your children’s schedules in written form as well.

CHANGES

REGISTRATION PROCEDURE

In previous years, we have had families “camp out” to optimize their place in line for registration. To ease this burden on families, we are moving to a lottery-type system. As in previous years, registration will be based on tenure at CCS.  However, in order to minimize your wait time further and make things run more smoothly, we will randomly (by computer randomizer) assign your lottery number ahead of time which will then determine your timeslot. This will still be done within your tenure year. You will receive a specific timeslot via email. You must be on time in order to avoid forfeiting your appointed time.  Therefore, we recommend that you show up several minutes early. If you do miss your appointment, you will have to wait until a "lull" when the registrar can work you in.   
FEES

Both admin fees and registration fees have been increased to $75.00 and $50.00 respectively this year to meet our 2011-2012 budget.  Families registering more than four students will only be required to pay the registration fee for those first four students.

RETURNING FAMILIES

Registration for returning families only will take place on Tuesday, April 12th at Calvary Baptist Church. An email will be sent to all returning families by Monday, April 4th with your registration time slot. If you miss your registration timeslot, you forfeit your registration status and will have to wait until we have an open appointment. If you do not come to returning family registration, you may attend new family registration on Friday, April 15th. Please note, however, that by NOT registering on April 12th (including registration payment) you will lose priority status of a returning family.  

NEW FAMILIES

Registration for new families will be held on Friday, April 15th beginning at 9 a.m. at Calvary Baptist Church. There is no need to come early to stand in line. We will be using a lottery system. Numbers will be chosen randomly at 9 a.m. If you arrive after that time, please go to the end of the line. Completed registration forms and payment will NOT be accepted prior to that time.  

REGISTRATION DAY FEES AND PAYMENTS

For both returning and new families, only registration, administrative, insurance and holding fees are due at the time of your registration.  Please remember to bring all of your completed forms with you as well as your checkbook.  Your class preferences must be indicated on the forms provided, on the schedule itself or in some other written form before you will be admitted to registration. First semester tuition payments and materials fees are due by Thursday, May 19th. If payment is not received by then, you will forfeit your enrollment. Please put your checks in the designated box at CCS or mail all materials fees and tuition payments (postmarked no later than May 19th) to Jen Wright, 105 Reams Station Ct., Stephens City, VA 22655.

If you do not attend registration, registrations will be accepted by mail AFTER Friday, April 15th. Send ONLY your forms and registration payments to Beth Schloemer, 118 Russellcroft Road, Winchester, VA 22601. Class confirmation will be emailed to you as soon as possible.  Your materials fees and tuition payment due dates will 

be sent with your confirmation. Information about where to send your materials fees and tuition payments will 

also be sent with your confirmation. If payment is not received by the date given you will forfeit your enrollment in that class.  A processing fee of $25.00 applies if mailing in your registration.

We highly recommend that prior to registering you visit our website for the latest list of closed classes.

FINANCIAL AID INFORMATION

We realize that the tuition may put a financial strain on some families. Financial aid applications are available on the website. Completed applications must be submitted to Jen Wright by May 5, 2011. If you have any questions, please contact Jen at jen.wright@gmail.com. To those who would like to share their blessings, we encourage you to donate to the CARE fund to help provide CCS scholarships for students in need.

REGISTRATION POLICIES

PREREQUISITES

Please read the prerequisites carefully. If you register your child for a class for which he/she does not meet the stated prerequisites, the teacher may request that your child be withdrawn from the class. 

AGE GUIDELINES

Age guidelines are set based on your child’s age on October 15, 2011. For all Grammar School classes, the age guidelines will be adhered to as written. There will be no exceptions given by the teacher, the Grammar School Coordinator or registrar. If you feel that this will impair your child’s education, you may appeal to the Board of Directors. Your appeal must be received no later than April 8 via email: classicalcottageschool@comcast.net. 

No exceptions will be considered otherwise.  A decision will be sent to you prior to registration.

For Upper School classes, exceptions may be made at the teacher’s discretion. 

ALL exceptions must be acquired in writing PRIOR to registration day. Without prior approval, you will not be able to register your child in that class.

PRIORITY STATUS FOR CORE CLASSES
Priority will be given to older students registering for core classes in order to facilitate timely completion of the core program.

WITHDRAWALS AND REFUNDS 

We consider a family's registration request to be a well-intentioned commitment to take that class and pay all fees associated with it, and we assume that families do not request a class they believe they are likely to drop later. Holding a seat in a class prevents other interested families from taking that seat and commits income to the teacher. Therefore we do not refund any fees already paid unless we cannot offer the class or we determine that we have failed to provide what we committed in the course. Additionally, registration for a class assumes the full year tuition responsibility. Withdrawal from a class does not exempt you from this obligation. You will still be required to pay the full year’s tuition. Failure to fulfill this obligation will result in the immediate removal of your family from all CCS classes, the loss of all fees collected at registration and the inability to register with CCS in the future.

Grace period for dropping/adding classes: We understand that circumstances change and other opportunities arise, and we want to reasonably accommodate those changes. We provide a grace period during which a family may drop or add a course without charge by notifying our registrar at classicalcottageschool@comcast.net. This grace period extends from April 12, 2011 to April 30, 2011. 

Dropping a class after the grace period: After April 30, 2011, if you drop a class for which there is no waitlist, you are obligated to pay the full year tuition. If a waitlist exists and if we are able to fill your child’s spot, you will be assessed a $25.00 service charge, but will not be responsible for tuition. If we are unable to fill your child’s spot, you are obligated to pay the full year tuition.

Adding a class after the grace period: This will be considered a late registration and you will be assessed a $25.00 late registration fee per child.

Fees are not assessed for wait-listed seats held and dropped, or for wait-listed seats offered and refused. 

Materials fees and all registration fees are nonrefundable.

MATERIALS FEES AND TUITION PAYMENTS

All materials fees and tuition payments are to be made payable to the individual teachers. Payments to one teacher for multiple children can be combined. First semester tuition and materials fees can be made in ONE check.

Materials fees and first semester tuition for full-year and first semester classes are due on Thursday, May 19th. Unless a family has made prior arrangements with the bookkeeper, we may assess a fee of $10 per course for failure to pay by this date, especially if it becomes necessary for the bookkeeper to contact you for your payment. Teachers will pick up their checks in May. 

Returning families should put their checks into the correct teacher’s folders in the designated box at CCS. New families who register on Friday, April 15th may mail them to Jen Wright, 105 Reams Station Ct., Stephens City, VA 22655. They must be postmarked no later than Thursday, May 19th to avoid late fees. For those registering by mail, please wait until you receive confirmation and directions before mailing your tuition and materials fee checks.

Except in special circumstances when a family makes prior arrangements with us, we will not commit to holding seats past May 19th without full payment of the materials fee and first semester tuition balance. 

For full-year classes and second-semester-only classes the balance of second semester tuition is due in full by Thursday, September 15, 2011. Unless a family has made prior arrangements with the bookkeeper, we may assess a fee of $10 per course for failure to pay by this date. Also, except in special circumstances with a prior arrangement, at the start of the second semester we may immediately remove a student's access to any class for which the second semester balance is not paid in full.

In the past, many families have post-dated checks to both CCS and teachers. This creates a burden on the check recipient. The assumption is that if you write a check, you have the funds to cover it. If you do not, we recommend that you request a payment plan or apply for financial aid. Please do not post-date your checks.  Post-dated checks will be returned to you and late fees will be assessed when appropriate.
Please note: A monthly payment schedule may be available based on a family’s financial circumstances. Email our bookkeeper, Jen Wright at jen.wright@gmail.com if  you would like to exercise this option. 

NURSERY FEES

Nursery fees for the first semester must be paid by Thursday, May 19th.  Nursery fees for the second semester must be paid by Thursday, September 15th.  Refunds will be issued if you decide to remove your child from the nursery list before September 14th.  

STUDY HALL

Upper School students not enrolled in a class must be in Study Hall or with a parent. Study Hall must be registered for just as any other class. Study Hall fee of $5.00 must be paid by cash or check directly to the study hall monitor on the first day of class (September 15 for Fall semester and February 2nd for the Spring semester.) After the second day of class if you have not paid, your child will not be admitted to study hall and will have to sit with a parent. 
WAITLISTS AND SECOND CHOICES

If your student is waitlisted for a class, you may register for a 2nd option. When paying fees, you will submit the first semester tuition and materials fee for that 2nd choice class, and not the class for which your student is waitlisted. Meanwhile, you will be notified of any changes as they occur. (We kindly ask that you not contact the registrar to check your status.) If your 1st choice becomes available, your materials fee and tuition check for the 2nd option class will be destroyed and you will be asked to remit payment for the 1st choice class immediately. However, if the 1st choice class does NOT become available before the first semester tuition payment and materials fee is due, your check will be given to the teacher of your 2nd choice class.

A FINAL NOTE TO ALL

We will make every effort to assure that your registration goes smoothly. However, as we will be working with over 100 families, please remember that it is ultimately your responsibility to register correctly. We will not assume responsibility for any errors you make in the registration process. An advisor will be available  at registration to answer any questions, but we strongly encourage you to have your questions addressed before coming to registration.  This will help the flow of registration and avoid last minute decisions.

Family Registration Form (page 8):  

· Fill out only one form per family. 

· Please list each student you are registering and their birthday. 

· Parents AND students please sign and date where indicated.

Classical Cottage School Fees (page 9):

· Put your family name in the space provided.

· Fill out line for each student and add fees (registration, holding and liability insurance) across in total column.

· Be sure to list children in the nursery, but do not pay registration or holding fees for children who are only in the nursery. But do pay liability insurance fee for those in the nursery.

· Subtotal each column (Holding Fee, Registration Fee, Insurance Fee, Total Fee).

· Donate to CARE Program if you wish.

· Total the “Total Fee” column.

· Please double-check all of your registration papers.  We are not responsible for any errors you may make in the registration of your children. Although we will try to accommodate any such mishaps, we cannot guarantee that space will be available. 

· Make check payable to CCS. If registering after by mail, mail completed forms, registration fees and processing fee ONLY to Beth Schloemer, 118 Russellcroft Road, Winchester, VA.

· Fill out the program form where applicable 

Grammar/Upper School Registration Worksheets (pages 11-12):

· Make extra copies if necessary. 

· If your Upper School child is not enrolled in a class or with a parent, sign them up for study hall during that hour (see Participation Guidelines).

· These pages are not required on registration day. However, you must bring some written form of your child’s schedule in order to be admitted into registration. 

· It is advisable to have a second choice decided upon when you register.

Where ages are listed, please use your child’s age as of October 15, 2011 as a guide.

PLEASE NOTE:  Registration is not complete without full payment and signed registration forms. Registration will not be accepted via email.

PARTICIPATION GUIDELINES 2011 – 2012 


I. General Guidelines

Students must have a parent or supervising adult on the premises. Students must either be enrolled in a class, in a study hall or directly with the supervising adult at all times. Should students be left at the school without the parent, the designated supervising adult must be indicated on the day's Sign-In Sheet near the front entrance. 

 
Children under the age of 14 may not be outside without active adult supervision.  All groups of children, regardless of age, should have responsible adult supervision.

Parents are welcome (and, in the case of Upper School Latin classes, required) to attend classes with their children. For some children in the Grammar School it may be distracting to have a parent there or classroom space may be limited. Please use good judgment to determine if your presence is a disturbance and refrain from bringing younger siblings into the classroom with you.

Nursery
Only infants and toddlers 3 years of age and under as of the first day of class may enroll in the nursery. For matters of safety and space, the nursery cannot accommodate any child over the age of 3. Please be courteous and pick up children promptly. Parents may be assessed an additional childcare fee if nursery attendants are kept late. Children 4 years and older should be registered as students and participate in classes. If they are not ready for classes, they must remain with a parent in the waiting room.

Study Hall
Upper School students not enrolled in a class must be in Study Hall or with a parent. As silence will be both conducive for study and necessary for classes in session, it will be strictly enforced by the Study Hall Monitor. There are no specific work requirements for study hall. It is recommended that students bring enough work to occupy the time. However, it is only required that the student be quiet, work independently and not disrupt the other students in any way. The Study Hall Monitor must not be expected to occupy the student or to assist with class work.

Lunch Period
Lunch for all students is in the Fellowship Hall or outside with a designated adult. There is no eating or drinking in any other area of the school unless special arrangements have been made. During lunch period, students are not permitted in any area other than the Fellowship Hall or outside until the bell rings for fourth period. Due to students with severe nut allergies, please pack only nut-free snacks and lunches. Our “Allergy Free” table is reserved for those students who have food allergies. A bell will ring 20 minutes before the end of the lunch period so that students will have time to pack up lunchboxes, wipe tables and go to Mini-Greek Class, Memory Period or Certamen practice. All families who stay for lunch are expected to help clean up.


CCS Graduation
The date of CCS Graduation is the Saturday prior to the last day of CCS classes unless otherwise noted in the annual school calendar. Graduation ceremony planning is the responsibility of the families involved. CCS cannot provide another venue for CCS graduation.

II. Financial Matters & Registration Fees

Class Payments
Please read our payment policy carefully. There are 32 weeks of class, with the exception of our semester classes, which are 16 weeks. Families will pay for each semester in full. All checks should be made payable to the teacher of the class unless you are otherwise directed. The first semester payment is due May 19, 2011 and the second semester payment is due September 15, 2011. 

Late Fees
Failure to pay on time in May will result in immediate loss of a student’s place in the class. Failure to pay on time in September will result in a $10 bookkeeping fee per class to reimburse our bookkeeper for additional time and hassle. Please note: A monthly payment schedule may be available based on a family’s financial circumstances. Email our bookkeeper, Jen Wright, at jen.wright@gmail.com. 


Enrollment/Tuition Payment Obligation
Enrollment is considered a full year obligation. Any family who defaults on payment will lose their escrow money as well as their registration fees and not be eligible for future registration. Additionally, families who enroll after classes have begun are still expected to pay for the entire year. We do not prorate classes for mid-year students, as instructors must spend extra time helping those students to catch up.

We understand that circumstances change and other opportunities arise, and we want to reasonably accommodate those changes. We provide a grace period during which a family may drop or add a course without charge by notifying our registrar at classicalcottageschool@comcast.net. For 2011-2012 registration, this grace period extends from April 12, 2011 to April 30, 2011. After this grace period, if you drop a class for which there is no waitlist, you are obligated to pay the full year tuition. If a waitlist exists and if we are able to fill your child’s spot, you will be assessed a $25.00 service charge but will not be responsible for tuition. If we are unable to fill your child’s spot, you are obligated to pay the full year tuition. (We do not assess this fee for wait-listed seats held and dropped, or for wait-listed seats offered and refused.) 
Registration and Administration Fees
In order to run the school fairly and efficiently, a Registration Fee for each student and an Administration fee for each family must be assessed. The Registration money is each student’s donation to the facility and is $50 per student, payable at the time of registration. Every student must also pay an additional $5 a year for liability insurance. An additional $25 late registration fee per student will apply to all registrations not processed on a scheduled registration day.

The Registration Fee applies to all registered students aged 4 and older. Only children 3 and younger who stay in the Nursery are exempt from paying a Registration Fee. 

The Administration Fee is for school expenses (particularly registration and bookkeeping costs, and non class-specific supplies) and will be assessed on a per family basis; this cost is $75 per family and is also due at the time of registration.

Escrow Account
The Escrow Account protects costs for participating families in the event that a student drops a class and defaults on payment. The escrow account is refundable at the end of the year if a student stays with Classical Cottage School, but it is nonrefundable if a student pulls out of any classes and defaults on payment for any portion of the year (in which case the money is used to pay the teachers of those classes). The escrow money is also nonrefundable if a family has received scholarship assistance that is equal to or greater than the escrow; in such cases, the escrow money will go into our CARE scholarship fund. However, if the scholarship was less than the amount in the escrow account, the difference will be refunded upon a student’s departure.

The Escrow Account also protects our teachers, who work hard to keep costs to a minimum but whose salaries must be guaranteed. If families drop classes during the year, it is impossible in most cases for new students to join mid-year. In the event that a family defaults on payment, the escrow cushions the amount that remaining families must pay to make up the difference in the teacher’s salary. 

The Escrow fee for new students is $100 for Upper School students and $50 for students in the Grammar School. It is to be paid at the time of registration. Returning families may elect to use the “roll over option” and designate previous escrow payments for the current year. In that case, the family will not need to pay additional Escrow fees.

Refunds
Registration Fees and Administration Fees are nonrefundable. Materials Fees will only be refunded if a course does not reach the required minimum number of students. In such cases, our bookkeeper will notify families of the increase in tuition; families unable or unwilling to pay this increase will receive a refund of those Materials Fees. 

Families also will not be reimbursed for missed classes due to student illness, vacation, inclement weather, or other school closings. In the event of a teacher absence, every effort will be made to provide a qualified substitute teacher.

Financial Aid – CARE Fund
Families with special needs or who experience a financial crisis may email Jen Wright at jen.wright@gmail.com for information on how to apply for financial aid. Financial aid recipients are requested to help with at least one volunteer activity during the year. In addition, aid recipients who receive more assistance than the amount of money in their escrow account are not eligible for escrow reimbursement. Instead, the escrow money will be put into the CARE fund to help other families.

CARE Program
The CARE Program allows all CCS families to help each other in times of crisis or when temporary financial difficulties (e.g. job loss, illness) arise. We welcome donations to this fund, prayer support, or help with meals. Jeanette Weiler at jeanetteweiler@wysinc.com welcomes your involvement with coordinating the assistance. 

 III. Disciplinary Issues

Discipline by the teacher during class will follow this procedure:  the student will be given one warning concerning the inappropriate behavior. If the student continues to misbehave, he/she will be sequestered from that day’s class and parents will be notified. If an issue persists after sincere attempts to address it with the parent and child, the teacher will bring it to the attention of the principal, who will confer with the family to reach a resolution. Repeated misbehavior will result in further disciplinary actions determined by the principal to be appropriate for the situation. In extreme cases, a student may be asked to withdraw from the class for the remainder of the year.

Parents, if you are dissatisfied with some aspect of the Classical Cottage School, please speak to the appropriate person. If you or your child has been hurt or offended by someone in the group, please go to them in the spirit of peace and speak the truth in love; seek reconciliation. 

If a parent has an issue to discuss with a teacher, please go to that teacher or to one of the board members to discuss the matter in private. It is not helpful to anyone to discuss the matter with others before attempting to resolve it directly and with respect and humility (Mt. 18:15; Gal. 6:1; Eph. 4:15; Rom. 15:14). We parents have a responsibility to realize the negative effect gossip can have on others and on the school (Prov. 11:13; Lev. 19:16).

IV. Parental Responsibility and Attendance Policy

Parental Responsibility
Parental involvement is vital to a student’s success at the Classical Cottage School. A parent’s first responsibility is not to overload children with too many well-intentioned enrichment activities. Students will not benefit from the core skills that are being taught at CCS unless given the appropriate time and atmosphere to focus. Parents also are expected to check their child’s progress in class regularly and to ensure that all assignments are completed according to assignment guidelines as well as turned in on time. While some students naturally comply with expectations more readily than others, all students benefit from the development of studentship skills such training in accountability imparts. The teachers at CCS assume that each child has prepared fully for each week’s class; it is the job of parents, NOT teachers, to make sure that a student is keeping up with the work. Only through parental monitoring will students learn effective study skills and responsible studentship. The honoring of the teacher-student-parent relationship is essential to achieving the educational goals of a classical education. 

Attendance Policy
The CCS core classes are highly concentrated so that students can receive a week’s worth of instruction each class. Missing a single class is equivalent to missing a full week of school. Any absence will diminish a student’s ability to be prepared and to understand the higher concepts. Since we are concentrating on building skills, it is extremely difficult for our teachers to bring absent students up to date without recreating the entire lesson. In fairness to students and teachers, our classes may not be approached as correspondence classes. Please note: students who are dual-enrolled in other classes on Thursdays may not miss CCS classes due to these other conflicts. Students who miss more than 10% of Upper School classes may be asked to pay additional tutorial fees, or in the event that makeup work is unattainable, be asked to leave the class. 

Sick Policy
Children may not attend classes at CCS if they are running a fever or have a cough or runny nose (unless the parent is positive that the runny nose and cough are due to allergies). Children should remain at home for a full 24 hours after a fever has broken

V. Manners Policy and Mandatory School Meetings

Being in a school-like setting is an exciting, new social environment for many of our students. It is to the benefit of all that we establish an atmosphere that supports learning. Such an atmosphere is based on respect for one another and the tasks we come together to undertake. Any behavior, such as displays of affection which calls attention to a boy-girl relationship, is highly distracting to the learning atmosphere and therefore not allowed at school. If deemed necessary, we may schedule a school-wide meeting for all parents and/or students. These meetings will remind students about school policies needing attention including, but not limited to, policies regarding dress, manners, and/or behavior.

Attire
Modesty is our policy. Skirts and shorts should be longer than a child’s fingertips when arms are resting at the sides. Students should not wear overly tight clothes or t-shirts with rude or inappropriate sayings on them. Tank tops are not allowed, and shirts must cover the entire midriff. . 

Distractions
Electronic games, trading cards or similar items are not allowed on school premises. Cell phones are permitted as long as they are turned off and not in use during class. . 

Solicitation of Goods and Services
The selling of any goods or services (i.e., Girl Scout cookies, tutoring, etc.) is not permitted on school premises or via school emails unless associated with a school sponsored function. Solicitations are allowed via the CCS Yahoo group. Deliveries are permitted on school premises. 

Use of CCS Address List
The CCS Address List is for CCS school business purposes only and for the sake of privacy, is not to be shared with third parties 

Attitude
A vital component of a learning atmosphere is respect. This includes respect for the task we are there to do, respect for the adults who are there to guide us, and respect for those with whom we share this school. A respectful attitude is the key to building both good character and true school spirit. 

Respect for a class includes:
•Bringing all supplies with you to class, which means your notebook, text, homework and writing utensil.  Many teachers also object to hats being worn in the classroom.  A good rule of thumb is to remove your hat as soon as you enter the church building.
•Preparing your homework carefully and to the best of your ability. Families need to support their children’s training in responsible studentship by helping them to check it over to be certain that it’s complete. It is the student’s responsibility to contact the teacher for assignments when absent from class. If a student repeatedly does not complete class assignments or participate in class activities, he may be asked to leave the class and no refund will be given.

•Not conversing socially in class. The appropriate time for that is outside of class. Parents are allowed in any class; however, they need to show the proper example by not conversing while class is in session.
•Being prompt for class by being in your seat and ready to start as class begins. If for some important reason you need to enter or leave while a class is in session, you must do that with utmost quiet or you will be disrupting the class. Chronic tardiness could result in expulsion from the class.
Respect for adults includes:
•Listening to ANY adult who corrects your behavior at school. 
•Helping adults who are carrying burdens and/or holding doors for them. 
•ALWAYS helping to set up or break down chairs, tables, etc. Every family can contribute in some way. It is not respectful to expect others to do it for us.

Respect for others includes:
•Being considerate. For example, don’t discuss social arrangements or exchange gifts in front of those who aren’t included.
•Refraining from all gossip. Gossip has no place in our school and is one of the most grievous offenses of school policy. Parents will be notified if their children are engaging in this destructive behavior. One easy way to check if you are gossiping is to ask yourself, “Is this something I’d be comfortable sharing in front of the person about whom I’m speaking?” If not, don’t say it. 
•Being open to new friendships. It’s easy to fall into comfortable patterns with our friendships, but cliques are destructive and rob students of meaningful relationships with those outside their “group”. We encourage all students to enjoy the blessings of new friendships.

Teachers may arbitrate to help children reconcile conflicts with others by following the Biblical pattern of confession, repentance, forgiveness, and reconciliation (Mt. 18:15; Gal. 6:1; Eph. 4:15; Rom. 15:14) and parents will be notified.

Progymnasmata I -- narrative, description, fable, proverb, anecdote, essay, diction, sentence variety
Progymnasmata II -- confirmation/refutation, commonplace, encomium/invective, speech-in-character, thesis
Logic I -- beginning formal logic:  categorical and hypothetical syllogisms, rules of validity, mood, figures

Logic II -- formal logic:  complex syllogisms, enthymemes,  polysyllogisms, sorites, informal fallacies & material logic

Rhetoric I -- Aristototle’s Rhetoric and Poetics, speaker & audience, pathos, logos, ethos, figures of speech, How to Read a Book

Rhetoric II -- advanced analysis, complex structures, stasis, schemes and tropes, heads of purpose, forensics, public speaking, debate
Omnibus (the key to analysis and discussion, to read the best of the Western tradition, to understand the progression of ideas that shaped our civilization and its literature, to learn to use evidence to support an interpretation, to understand the genres of Western literature, to write creative and expository compositions about great literature)
Omnibus I (Ancients) -- Iliad, Odyssey, Aeneid, oral and written traditions, the study of history, Livy, Herodotus, Thucydides

Omnibus II (Medieval/Renaissance) -- Arthurian legends, Song of Roland, Beowulf, The Divine Comedy, history of the English language, Canterbury Tales, Romeo and Juliet)
Omnibus III (Modern) -- Paradise Lost, Gulliver’s Travels, the novel, Tale of Two Cities, Huckleberry Finn, American poetry, To Kill a Mockingbird
Omnibus IV (Ancients) -- Gilgamesh, Herodotus, Livy Thucydides, ancient drama, Aeschylus, Sophocles, Euripides, Aristophanes, Plautus

Omnibus V (Medieval/Renaissance) -- Sonnets, Morte D’Arthur, Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, The Fairie Queene, Doctor Faustus, Medieval political philosophy, In Praise of Folly, Utopia, The Prince, Merchant of Venice, Richard III, King Lear
Omnibus VI (Modern) -- Don Quixote, Goethe’s Faust, Emerson, Thoreau, the short story, modern poetry, Gerard Manley Hopkins, Daisy Miller, The Great Gatsby, Our Town, Brothers Karamazov -- leads to Advanced Placement English Literature and English Language & Composition exams
